It is normally about 5 pages
long, either hand written or by computer, produced in colour and may
i include photos and nail art sample tips. You must write your name only

ONCE on the BACK COVER. Points will be awarded for creative presentation and effort,
so make sure you put the time in and don’t leave it till the last minute! Your step-by step must be

bought with you on the day of the competition.
